ITEM 1:  ROLL CALL.
Whidden gave the roll call announcing each of the above present.
ITEM 2: INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE. 
Milita gave the invocation; Ahern led in the flag salute.

ITEM 3:  APPROVAL OF MINUTES AND AGENDA.

MOTION was made by Ahern, seconded by Mike Brantley to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.
ITEM 4:  ADDITIONS, DELETIONS AND APPROVAL OF AGENDA ITEMS. 
Maxine Brantley stated that Vanassche would like to give her report.  Ahern stated we can put her right now.  

Vanassche stated the DEP progress reports and amendments have been mailed, we are waiting for the final contract.  A part of that amendment is using SFWM grant as matching funds.  We will follow through with that and the education requirement.  Vanassche stated she would like to remind everyone of the Grimsly round table meeting.  Whidden stated he would not be there, is there anyone who can attend.  Ahern stated he would be there.  Vanassche stated there is a draft resolution if you would like to use it; a reminder of the delegation meeting is Thursday the 28th.  Vanassche stated on the HMGP we are waiting on modification #3, the preconstruction meeting is next week.  Maxine Brantley stated this resolution is the same as what you approved in December.

ITEM 6: REPORT OF OFFICERS. 
6A: City Manager.  Thomas stated I am reviewing the Christmas pole decorations; I have received information from two different companies.  

Murphy moved in there equipment yesterday, they will start on January 24th, they should be finished by March 15th.  Whidden stated he wanted to know what the game plan is, will they be messing with the road.  Thomas stated no they will not be bothering that road.  Thomas stated I still have to get with Perry.  Whidden stated he spoke with Perry and the seawall bid is done, he just has to attach the paperwork.  Thomas stated we have a formal ground breaking ceremony on Friday the 22nd, the news release has been sent.  
Thomas stated we have a joint meeting with Main Street tomorrow and I want us to be on the same page.  
Thomas stated that Watson got a price for $2,800.00 for acid washing, steam cleaning and pressure washing the entertainment pavilion at the Chalo Nitka grounds.  Mike Brantley stated don’t we have a pressure cleaning machine.  Watson stated yes, but it won’t touch what is on that floor.  Mike Brantley stated twenty eight hundred dollars is too much.  Ahern stated I hadn’t looked at the floor that much, we need to take a look at it.
Thomas stated I have two quotes from Johnson for repair of the roofs at the softball fields.  I am waiting on one more quote.  McGee asked if the County could help us out on this, they were the ones who put them in.  Thomas stated he would speak to Taylor about that.  
Thomas stated that Briefman was not here tonight, last week we had issues with the levels of water and we got down less than twelve feet, Watson found a leak in the eight inch transmission line, that problem has been solved.  Mike Brantley asked how long has CAS been the engineers.  Maxine Brantley stated April will be two years.  Mike Brantley stated nothing is moving again.  Ahern stated it took the County six months to give us the land.  Mike Brantley stated we have had these engineers almost two years and nothing has been done yet, how long are we going to sit on this.  Whidden stated I don’t know how to speed it up.  Ramunni stated the final package should go out in the next day or two.  Ramunni stated I need to send USDA the title opinion for the properties and they are asking for one for the warehouse property.  
6B: City Attorney.  Ramunni stated he spoke with Jackson, the attorney for the coop, we have our logistics resolved and he wants me to do everything.  Ramunni stated the only question is the Corps right of way.  Ramunni explained a letter from the man that owns the hotel, there is several years taxes owed and he wants to quick claim to the City or County.  Ahern stated the taxes were about forty thousand a year.  Whidden stated the taxes are probably around one hundred and sixty thousand.  Mike Brantley stated if they want to give us the property I think it is something worth looking into.  Ahern stated he wants to give his interest, which he has, no interest.  Ramunni stated we can do a title search and see what is there.
